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Local School Promotes Trees through Arbor Day Program

___________________ Elementary School is helping students make a statement about preserving our environment and future by holding a tree-planting ceremony in conjunction with National Arbor Day, April 29, 2011. 

More than _______ students will celebrate Florida trees by participating in the annual event. The Florida Nursery, Growers and Landscape Association (FNGLA) is providing schools around the state with a free tree for this ceremony along with educational guidelines for classroom activities and ceremony planning. Teachers are issued a voucher to be used towards items for the tree planting ceremony. The vouchers are redeemed at an FNGLA member nursery in the area. 

Schools are encouraged to invite the entire student body to participate. The program is designed to educate students about trees and their beneficial effects in the surrounding environment. Schools celebrate Arbor Day in various ways, many of the celebrations include a tree planting ceremony, poster contests and learning the basics about how trees are planted and how they affect Florida’s environment. 

Arbor Day is a national celebration to encourage tree planting and tree care. The first Arbor Day was celebrated in the state of Nebraska in 1872, in response to a state proclamation urging settlers and homesteaders in that prairie state to plant trees that would provide shade, shelter, fruit, fuel, and beauty for residents of the largely treeless plains. On that first Arbor Day, more than one million trees were planted in Nebraska's communities and on its farms. National Arbor Day is observed on the last Friday in April.
